The Rangers

Did you know that there was a “Ranger” training unit at Camp Blanding in 1943?

It has recently been learned that  one Division had Ranger training during the spring of 1943 at Camp Blanding, and it was reportedly the fore-runner of a planned “Ranger”  unit to be added to the Division T.O.

Upon completion of this training, a “Certificate of Proficiency” was issued to each man successfully completing the certain requirements, designating them as a “Ranger”.

It has been reported that the idea of forming a new unit to the Division T.O. was abandoned, and the  trained Rangers reverted back to their original Companies with the mission then, to teach other men in their Company, what had been learned during their Ranger training.

Although this apparently was not a “secret mission”, nothing has ever been published on it, and details on this unit remains a mystery.
